The idea behind  storytelling

Storytelling can be a powerful tool to empower and educate people. Besides it is a important medium to get attention for those social issues that should be placed on the (political) agenda.  However, story collection and storytelling are not always easy.. The stories about daily life need to be put in context of human rights and presented in specific ways to empower LGBT audiences and to educate mainstream audiences.

GALE (The Global Alliance for LGBT Education) is using worldwide expertise in developing  storytelling as an educational method. We are enhancing experiences based on storytelling done by local partners in Indonesia, the Philippines, Burundi, Latvia, Chile, Colombia and Peru. Partners from these countries , storytelling volunteers from Europe and Canada and representatives from youth groups will meet this summer school and participate  in a training and toolkit development program. The program is being developed in collaboration with IGLYO.

The program
We have planned plenary sessions as well as workshops. As stated below a preliminary content of the workshops followed by a list of general ideas of the method, expected results and for which participants it is meant for.

Plenary sessions

These sessions are optional. All participants are invited to enrol

Introductions

Method: All GALE participants  are introduced to each other by playing name and identity games and telling each other what they do.

Expected results: participants get to know each other and what they do

Exchange of tools
Method: exchange of tools, methods and interventions by playing a fast dating game

Expected results: participants get a quick overview of possible tools and interventions

Networking & evaluation
Method: exchange of learning experiences and connecting to potential co-partners in the future. 

Expected results: participants have shared their learning experiences, they get connected to potential partners and more insight into f who needs GALE support for follow-up projects.
